CHAPTER T
Official Office

The state headquarters of Florida Chapter National Bar
Association (hereinafter referred to as the "Association") shall be
in the office of the President of the Association or such place as

shall be designated by the membership from time to time.

CHAPTER TT

Membership Fees

Section 1. The Executive committee may determine the annual
membershlp dues for all classes.

Section 2. The Executive Committee is authorized to create
various levels of dues for regular members, including, but not
limited to, separate fees for those regular members admitted to
practice for less than five (5) years.

Section 3. The dues year shall begin July 1 through June 30.

All dues are payable by July 1 of each year.

CHAPTER ‘ITI

Elections
Section 1. The officers and members of the Executive

Committee shall be nominated and elected at the election meeting of

the Association to be held during the last quarter of each calendar




year. Such election shall be by ballot, and in the event of any
contest for office, shall be by secret ballot. Winners shall be
determined by majority vote of members present and voting.
Section 2. Except for the President-Elect who shall become
President the following year, the officers and members of the
Executive Committee of this Association elected at the last guarter
meeting of each year shall be elected for a term of one (1) year
beginning immediately following the election meeting at which such

officers and members of the Executive Committee are elected.

CHAPTER IV
Duties of Officers and Executive Committee
Section 1. The duties of the officers shall be as follows:

A. The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of
the Association and shall preside over meetings of the Association.
The President shall appoint a General Counsel, a Parliamentarian,
the chairperson, and members of standing committees of the
Association, and make any other appointments or establish any other
committees for the good of the Association.

B. The President-Elect shall perform the duties of the
President in the President's absence or inability to act and shall
perform such other duties as may be delegated by the President or
by the Executive Committee. The President-Elect shall succeed to
the office of President at the conclusion of the last quarterly

meeting following the meeting at which s/he is elected. The

President-Elect shall chair the Long Range Planning Committee.
